	Title:  Messages – from Banksy to cave art

	In this unit, children will begin looking at signs and symbols and communication without words. They will then study Banksy – exploring graffiti art and its messages and the difference between ‘art’ and ‘vandalism’ The children will then ‘travel to the past’ to explore how people in earlier times used art as a way to record stories and communicate ideas. By studying paintings from the Cave of Lascaux and other caves in Europe, they will continue to discover that pictures are a way of communicating beliefs and ideas. In terms of history, this is what gives us clues today about what happened long ago, especially when there are no written records left behind. The children will develop skills in drawing, charcoal and chalk. They will work in team to produce a large collaboration piece. Through these lessons, children will have the opportunity to understand and appreciate the power of art to tell stories, communicate ideas, and promote understanding of the world around us. Artist study: Cave paintings/ Banksy

	NOTE TO THE TEACHER: The unit is divided into six lessons – each ‘lesson’ requiring 2 sessions (eg an afternoon’s work). Please adapt lessons for the needs of your class and the point of delivery in LKS2: the difference between teaching a Yr3 class in Aut 1, compared to teaching a yr4 class in Summer 2, is immeasurable. 

	Children will  explore graphic (eg cartoons/ graffiti) art. They will use a sketchbook to make records of the world around them, ideas, and thoughts. They will use art as a means of giving messages. They will explore the graffiti artist, Banksy and his work.  They will  know: his name, that he is English, that his work is  contemporary. They will say how they feel about the work. They will make careful copies of of the his work and create their own graffiti art with a message. They will talk showing a developing use of the language of art. 
They will then travel to the past to explore cave art. They will know that cave paintings help us to understand about life in the past and that cave paintings and drawings help to convey ideas and events. They will match animals to their drawings. They will make careful copies of cave art: blending shading, rubbing out rough edges and making deliberate lines by using more pressure.  They will use a sketchbook to practice/try out ideas & techniques and make records of the world around them. They will draw 2D shapes of the natural environment, creating cave art with pastels and chalk. Their drawings will show proportion, blended shading and deliberate lines – using more pressure. They will use the video stimuli as a starting point for 3D work (focus on form, texture). They will then work collaboratively to work on a large scale piece. They will use previous learning to recreate cave art with pastels and chalk. Their drawings will show proportion, blended shading and deliberate lines – using more pressure. They will choose drawing materials best for the task. They will use the video stimuli for 3D work (focus on colour texture). They will talk showing a developing use of the language of art. They will evaluate their own work and that of others. They will know that all artists evaluate their work and offer critical advice, confidence and praise to others. They will discuss work in terms of colour, line, shapes, textures and patterns. They will say what ideas work has, what went well and what could be improved.

	Note: For younger children or those children who need support, ‘WWH and activity sheet lesson 1’ could be trimmed and stuck in sketchbooks prior to the lesson and a ‘Word Bank’ (eg stop, walk etc written on board) as lesson progresses.
Lesson 1: Messages in Art: signs, symbols and an introduction to Banksy
Part 1: Signs and Symbols

Begin by asking the children to think about where they have seen pictures that communicate specific information to people, such as directions. 

Discuss vocabulary: SIGN/ SYMBOL

Graffiti Art  PowerPoint (slide 2) 

What do these signs and symbols mean?

Walk, roadworks, stop traffic lights, airport, no smoking, no parking, school/ children crossing.
Why do these pictures work well/ help us?

Eg., people who can't read the language can still understand what is being communicated/ quicker to understand than reading.

Talk briefly about:

· Industries/ practices linked to art (comics/ cartoons)

· The stories told with art 

 Look at these pictures.

· With your Talk Partner work out the story that is being told.

· What is happening in this story of a bear, pony, crocodile and ice-cream?
Activity 
Give out ‘WWH and activity sheet lesson 1’. 

1. Complete table of signs (perhaps have word bank on board, if needed).

2. Answer the question: What happens to the bear and pony at the end of this cartoon?
3. Ask children to think of 3 things that they did at the weekend. Without using words, get them to draw them on the sheet in the boxes provided. 

Can their Talk Partner guess what they did, just from looking at their drawings?

Self–assessment 

Unless work was stuck in sketchbooks prior to lesson, get children to stick work in books.

Ask children to get a green assessment pen and look at  WWH at top of Activity sheet 1. If self-assessment is to be accurate, children need to know exactly what each statement means. Please repeat this process for future self-assessments in this unit. 
 Go through each statement, one at a time. 
Go through assessment criteria.

If you could match traffic light etc to what it means, give ‘I can match signs and symbols to meaning’ a little green tick.

If you could understand the comic, tick ‘I can understand a story told in pictures’.

If you could draw what you did at the weekend, tick ‘I can represent what I did in drawing’.

If you have lots of green ticks, traffic light your work green.

	Lesson 3 Cave Art
Cave Art PowerPoint (slide 2)

Explain that if we could ‘travel to the past’, we would find that people in earlier times used art as a way to record stories and communicate ideas – just like Banksy! 
In many cases, this is what gives us clues today about what happened long ago, especially when there are no written records left behind. 

Explain that people were hunter-gatherers and some people lived in rock shelters and caves. People hunted (eg horses, deer and bison).

Try to help children understand place in time, using the timeline and place, using the map.
Discuss how every cave picture they are about to see, tells us something, and that some pictures' meanings are more obvious than others.

Children to use the final column in the grid to create their own sketches of the cave art.

NOTE: If the charcoal art is sprayed lightly with hairspray and left to dry, it will not smudge or transfer onto next page in sketchbook as much. A piece of lose paper could also be placed over the image to ensure this.

	Lesson 4: Cave Art

Recap last week’s learning. 
Possible questions might include:

· What different ways do people communicate with each other?

· How might people communicate if they couldn’t read or write?

· How do people express ideas through art? 

· What can we learn about people who lived long ago by looking at a picture? 

· The stories told with art: why do people use images to tell stories and to communicate? 
· What is the purpose of cave art?
· Can you think of any modern ways we may communicate similar ideas/things we’ve seen? Link back to previous work on Banksy
· How has art been used throughout history to tell stories or to show us what people in other times and places considered important?

Explain that this is an image from Lascaux.

Meanings and interpretations – what is the artist ‘saying’ with this work? What do you think it means? How do you interpret the message in this piece? 

After discussion, tell the children that this art is called ‘The Scene of the Dead Man’.

Discuss again, if needed.

Task
Give out sketchbooks and WWH. Children to date and stick in. This could be done beforehand for younger children/ supported learning. 

Children will need:

· A5 piece of brown craft paper

Explain that, in the following teaching video, we are using sketchbooks, rather than the black card. Play the video, stopping at each key moment for children to complete the task.

Explain that, for the final art piece, they are going to work in teams to produce a large cave art picture. The background needs time to dry. This week they are going to prepare the background and then practice their part in the group composition. This is what we are going to do! Be excited!

Activity
In groups, children to work as a team to create cave wall surface.

Leave to dry.

Task 1: Plan and rehearse 
Give out ‘Images and Symbols (one copy between 2) sheet’ and an A3 sheet of paper. Explain that, as well as animals, there are signs depicted.
Using what they learnt last week, ask children to plan their group composition - to choose and draw images from ‘Images and Symbols (one copy between 2) sheet’ on the A3 paper.
Each child in the group is to draw one animal.

As a group, decide who will draw what, where it will be on the final composition and its size.

On your A3 paper, plan:

· Who is doing which animal?
· Where should it be drawn?
· How big should it be?
Have a practice at drawing.

· What colours do you need?
As the children do this, take one group at a time to tip off the sand on their background. Use a brush to brush off loose sand, dustpan and brush to sweep up.
